RELIGIOUS EDUCATION:  In the next couple of 
weeks we will send out registration forms for religious 
education for the next school year.    This past year, be-
cause of the Recession, there was no charge at all.   But 
there has also been a decline in the use of envelopes and 
donations for our parish operational budget.   The par-
ish has been given funds for specific maintenance pro-
jects, particularly for the church.  To offset the day-to-
day operations of the parish and its programs, we will 
need to go back to charging tuition to 
simply cover the costs of books and 
materials used in religious education.   
Those families who are registered and 
contributing will have a lower rate 
than those who are not registered or 
who are new to the parish.  Those who 
are not registered or contributing will 
be asked to pay at a higher rate to bring some degree of 
fairness.   I really urge our parents to register your chil-
dren early to be sure there is room— deadline May 15.  
We have had a number of requests from parents to en-
roll their children and youth in our programs—
educational and sacramental preparation. If you have 
any questions, please contact Kathy Baldwin at 845.4282 
or Bernadette Wagner at 845.4279.   And thank you for 
your financial support given to St. Mary’s.   I know that 
these are hard times and so we pledge to use our finan-
cial resources wisely and well.
