EPIPHANY OF THE LORD
JANUARY 3, 2010

Epiphany is a Christian
feast celebrating the
'shining forth’ or reve-

| 1ation of God to man-

the person of Jesus

Christ. Epiphany is

traditionally celebrated
on January 6, although
in the U.S., it is transferred to a Sunday (in 2010, on
January 3).

The observance had its origins in the eastern
Christian churches, and included the birth of Jesus
Christ; the visit of the three Magi (Caspar, Melchior
and Balthasar, the names mean: Master of Treas-
ure, King, and Protect the King, respectively) who
arrived in Bethlehem after following the star to
Bethlehem to worship the infant Jesus, and gave
him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh.; and all
of Jesus’ childhood events, up to his baptism in the
Jordan by John the Baptist.

In Spain, Cuba and some Latin American
countries, especially Mexico, Epiphany day is
called El Dia de Los Reyes (Kings’ Day, as the Magi
are known as the Los Tres Reyes Magos) or Pascua
de Negros (Blackmen Christmas). In Spanish tradi-
tion, on this day, the Magi deliver Christmas.
